All applications will be reviewed for Fall admission and applicants will be notified of acceptance or denial by 
April 15.  Approximately 55-60 freshman applicants will be invited for a mandatory on-campus interview with 
the Film School Admissions Committee. Those selected to interview will be notified by telephone as far in advance 
as possible, but not less than 10 days prior to the interview period. Interviews usually take place during March and 
April; specific dates have not yet been determined.

Applications received after the December 1st deadline will not be considered for admission.

FRESHMEN APPLICANTS
The Film School is a limited access program, making admission selective and competitive. An applicant seeking to 
enter the program must offer an acceptable grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or better, SAT score of no less than 1200 
(600/600), and/or a minimum ACT score of 25, and be eligible for admission to FSU.  For consideration of admission 
into the film major, please submit a Film School application directly to our office.   A separate application obtained 
from the FSU Office of Admissions must be submitted for consideration of admission to Florida State University.  An 
application fee is required by the Admissions Office.
